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Abstract : Objective To study the effect of primary preventive nursing intervention on patients with high risk
of coronary heart disease in special needs ward. Methods 72 patients with high risk of coronary heart disease
in special ward of our hospital were selected to carry out the study, and the time of inclusion was from August
2018 to October 2019, which was randomly divided into reference group and observation group ,36 cases
each. routine nursing and primary preventive nursing were carried out respectively to compare nursing
effectiveness. Results The health behavior score of the observation group was higher than that of the
reference group, and the difference was statistically significant (P<0.05). Conclusion In the nursing care of
patients with high risk of coronary heart disease, the primary preventive nursing intervention can improve

the health behavior score of patients .
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
