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Application of risk management in nursing safety management of geriatric ward

[Abstract] Objective: To evaluate the effectiveness of risk management strategy in nursing safety management in geriatric ward. Methods:
Select 80 patients admitted to our geriatric ward from May 2023 to May 2024 as the study object, randomly divided control
group and observation group (40 cases ) and the control group ), routine nursing method, observation group patients by risk
management, record the incidence of risk events, nursing satisfaction and compare the results to evaluate the effectiveness of
different management methods. Results: According to the data, the risk events( 5% )in the observation group were significantly
less than the control group( 20%, P <0.05 ); the nursing satisfaction of patients in the observation group was significantly higher
than the control group ( P <0.05 ); and the incidence of nursing complaints in the observation group was significantly lower than
the control group (P <0.05) . Conclusion: The application of risk management strategy in safety management of nursing is
remarkable. The nursing method of risk management can not only effectively reduce the occurrence of risk events and improve
the nursing satisfaction of patients, but also reduce the incidence of nursing complaints. Therefore, risk management has
important application value and promotion significance in the nursing safety management of geriatric wards.
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
