[Abstract] Objective This study aims to explore the facilitating and obstructing factors for implementing ideological and political education
in clinical nursing curriculum by faculty members. Methods A qualitative research approach was employed through in-depth
interviews with 20 clinical nursing faculty members at our hospital. Results The study identified facilitating factors including
policy support, institutional emphasis, teacher recognition, and student needs; while obstructing factors involved insufficient
teaching capabilities, limited time and resources, inadequate teaching materials, and an imperfect evaluation system. Conclusion
Based on the findings, this study proposes countermeasures such as enhancing teacher training, optimizing resource allocation,
improving evaluation mechanisms, and establishing supportive systems to promote effective implementation of ideological and
political education in clinical nursing instruction.
