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The application value of the group cooperation teaching method in the teaching practice of diabetes nursing

[Abstract] Objective: To analyze the application value of group cooperative teaching method. Methods: 50 nursing students from March

2022 to March 2023 were selected into 25 students in each group. The nursing students of the control group adopt the routine
teaching method, and the observation group adopts the group cooperative teaching method. Compare the performance of the
nursing students and the nursing ability of diabetes, and compare the differences in the satisfaction of the nursing students with
the teaching method. Results: The theoretical and practical scores of nursing students in the (D observation group were higher
than those of the control group (P <0.05); the nursing ability was higher than that of the 2 observation group (P <0.05); the
satisfaction of nursing students in the (3 observation group was higher than that of the control group (P <0.05). Conclusion:
