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Observation on the application effect of comprehensive nursing in chemotherapy patients in hematology department

[Abstract] Objective: To observe the effect of comprehensive care for patients receiving chemotherapy in hematology department. Methods:

Patients admitted to the hematology department of our hospital from June 2020 to June 2021 were selected as the study
samples, By selecting 92 patients from the study by using inclusion and exclusion measures, By grouping patients into two
groups with the same numbers, Patients with applied hematology routine care interventions were named as the control group,

A group of patients applying an integrated care intervention based on a routine care intervention was named as the observation
group, General clinical data were collected from both groups, The quality of life score, adverse reactions and patient satisfaction
with care between the two groups were compared. Results: by comparing the data of the two groups of patients, can be found in
the application of comprehensive nursing intervention, patients not only the probability of adverse reactions significantly
reduced, at the same time the patient's quality of life score is significantly, patients with nursing satisfaction than also has
relatively obvious improvement, and there are obvious differences between the data, data have statistical significance( P <0.05 ).
Conclusion: through the hematology of chemotherapy patients apply comprehensive nursing interventions, can significantly
improve patients' disease treatment effect, and can make the quality of life score and patient nursing satisfaction significantly

enhanced, at the same time can effectively avoid the emergence of clinical adverse events, safeguard patients with disease

treatment, should be promoted and used in the clinic.
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
