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The practice and effect of humanistic care in clinical nursing teaching

[Abstract] Objective: To explore the practice and effect of humanistic care in clinical nursing teaching. Methods: 50 clinical nursing students

from March 2021 to October 2022 were divided into control group ( n=25 ) and observation group ( n=25 ) according to random

number method. The control group adopted conventional humanistic care teaching, and the observation group adopted

theoretical and operation assessment and humanistic care ability. As a result, the theoretical assessment and operation scores of

the observation group were significantly higher than those of the control group (P <0.05), and the scores of the observation

group were significantly higher than those of the control group ( P <0.05 ). Conclusion: applying the concept of humanistic care

to clinical nursing teaching can coordinate the relationship between teachers and students and improve the quality of nursing

teaching and practical ability.
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
