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Step 1: Leading in
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I . Teacher asks students to answer question “Before you
visit a foreign country, what will prepare? ”

Students share their opinion in groups.

Il . Teacher shows two pictures and asks “ which one do
you think more polite?”  After answering, teacher leads to the
topic.

Students answer the question.
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Step 2: Reading
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I. Reading

First, teacher lets students read text quickly and underline
the topic sentence for each paragraph.

II. Reading and discussing

Then teacher lets students read the text again and discuss the
structure of the text with their partners. Go through the passage
quickly again and find out two groups of direct questions and
polite requests. And focus on the note and reading tip.

Teacher lets students read paragraph 2 and find how to
change the way they speak in different situations. Watch a video to
know more about paragraph 2.

Students Read part 3 and complete the mind map.
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Step 3: Group work and summary
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I. Pair work

First, teacher lets students make the requests longer and

more polite. (How much are the trousers?...)
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II. Group work

Short play

You and Li Hua are travelling in a English—speaking country.
You plan to buy some gifts for your family.

Students are divided into three groups for discussion. They
shared their performance based on the phrase and sentence
patterns provided by the teacher.

Il . Summary

Teacher leads students to find the writer’ s purpose and
show a word “TALK” . Ask students to choose one word about T
and share their understanding. (Teach, Take, Thank, Tell, Turn)
