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Effect of quality care on peripheral vascular complications in patients after percutaneous
coronary intervention

Abstract: Objective: To study the effect and effect of high-quality care on postoperative peripheral vascular complications in patients
after percutaneous coronary intervention. Methods: The selection of the study subjects was mainly from 2019.3-2021.3. A total of 90
patients were divided into two groups with 45 patient data each. The control group, the research was carried out by routine nursing,
the observation group and the quality nursing, and compared the indicators of the two groups. Results: In the observation group,
the risk of peripheral vascular complications was lower, and the difference between the two groups were statistically significant; the
nursing satisfaction was higher than the control group, and the difference was statistically significant (P <0.05). Conclusion: The
rational application of high-quality nursing can effectively reduce the occurrence of postoperative peripheral vascular complications,
and make the patient’s satisfaction with nursing services become higher, which is worthy of promoting this kind of nursing.
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
